MUNAH: that is, any MUNAH which is not one of the four already met (MUNAH-etnahta;
MUNAH-katon; MUNAH-revi'a; MUNAH-MUNAH-revi'a). 1t is true that the MUNAH, when it
comes before MAHPAH, is sometimes sung differently (a fifth melody). For preliminary
teaching purposes, | have found four different MUNAH's to be enough to deal with. Certainly,
a five MUNAH can be taught, either at a later stage, or if you wish to be absolutely thorough.
